Species

Several species common to Big Eau Pleine Lake include: 
 Five (5) Species of Panfish
· White Crappie (Pomoxis annularis)
· Black Crappie (Pomoxis nigromaculatus)
· Bluegill (Lepmois macrochirus)
· Pumpkinseed (Lepomis gibbosus)
· Perch (Perca flavescens)
Other Species
· Yellow Bullhead (Ictalurus natalis)
· White Sucker (Catostomus commersonii)
· Common Carp (Cyprinus carpio)
· Creek Chub (Semotilus atromaculatus)
· Golden Shiner (Notemigonus crysoleucas)
Catch Limits

· Panfish species are limited to a combined total of 25 fish per person, per day

· Other species (Rock Bass, Bullhead, Chub, Shiner, Carp and Sucker) have no daily bag limit
Baits
Acceptable baits include:

· Wax Worms (Pyralidae larvae)
· Maggots (Calliphora vomitoria larvae)*

· Mousies (Eristalis tenax larvae)
Ground baiting in Wisconsin is highly regulated and the following rules must be observed.  Failure to observe the rules will result in disqualification and potentially more serious consequences from the Wisconsin Department of Natural Resources.  Please read and understand the following rules:

· Chum made from fish entrails is illegal and forbidden in any form.

· Ground Bait may consist of grain products, binders and ground up wax worms or maggots.

· Liquid baits may not be poured or deposited directly into the water, however, if a fisher uses a liquid bait to augment a ground bait this is acceptable.

WIFC Competition Fees
Teams are required to provide $840 USD per person for the Championship (8 days).  This fee is used to cover the following: Food & Lodging, fishing license, computer support, emergency response and rescue personnel, transportation, trophies and all event operational costs.
